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Educators Leading the Profession (ELP) believes teachers are more effective and
committed when they are empowered to succeed in their work. Our pilot program is
testing our theory of the best way to help new teachers be stronger and remain in the
profession. ELP is an innovative, educator-led professional support program serving six
states across the Midwest.

ELP is actively seeking dedicated, exemplary educators to join the pilot as Virtual
Instructional Coaches to support New Teachers (in their 1st, 2nd, and 3rd year of
teaching) across the Midwest. This role is pivotal to New Teachers’ early success and
ability to thrive in the profession. Virtual Instructional Coaches will provide guidance on
teaching methods and practices directly related to their subject matter. The program will
use Danielson Group’s Framework for Teaching online curriculum, a series of modules
made available to ELP participants.
